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Dear Readers:

Every year for the past twelve years, the Congress of California Seniors (CCS) has analyzed and re-
ported the voting records of California legislators on bills affecting the lives of millions of seniors. We
do this to help seniors understand how their elected officials in the assembly and the state senate have
responded to the issues facing our families and communities.

2010 has been another year of challenge with the California economy struggling to recover...which, in
turn, has continued to drag down state revenues to finance essential state services. The budget has
once again dominated the work of the legislature. It has also limited the number and variety of bills
being considered because nearly every proposal costs money. No money means few initiatives are
considered.

The legislature continues to shift more and more policy matters into budget “trailer” bills which require
a super-majority, two-thirds vote to pass...policies such as nursing home financing and quality moni-
toring, and a proposed new way of financing part of our homecare system. CCS has concerns about
these trends because it takes issues out of the committees which are designed to allow public input
in the legislative process. On the other hand, the budget process so far has been far more open than
in recent years, and CCS has played a major advocacy role in helping to formulate budgets for senior
services.

A number of bills in this Report Card reflect passage of landmark health reform legislation at the na-
tional level. Many of the provisions of health reform required action at the state level to implement.
California has taken a lead among states by enacting bills to put the new health insurance machinery
in place.

Advocacy is the activity that will always be at the heart of what we do at CCS. In the years ahead we
remain committed to working with others in the senior network to analyze bills, write support or opposi-
tion letters, visit Capitol and district offices, and speak out at public hearings to provide a strong voice
for California seniors.

We hope you will share this information with friends and members of the organizations to which you
belong so that seniors will be able to make informed decisions on Election Day. To further help dis-
seminate the Report Card findings, we will post this information on our website at www.seniors.org.

Key Bills for Seniors

Summary of the Legislation Used to Develop the
CCS 2010 Legislative Report Card

AB 1433 (Eng) Protects residents of continuing care retirement
communities by establishing guidelines for care contracts allowing the
resident to terminate the contract if they are displaced for more than
18 months.

AB 1600 (Beall) Requires health plans and health insurers to cover
the diagnosis and medically necessary treatment of a mental iliness,

not just limited to coverage for severe mental iliness as in existing law.

AB 1602 (Perez, J.) Implements major components of federal health
reform. This bill lays the ground work covering millions of uninsured
people in California.

AB 1609 (Blumenfield) The Democratic leadership’s budget bill re-

flects the actions taken in the 2010-11 Budget Conference Committee.

It avoids deep cuts for senior programs by calling for new revenues.

AB 2042 (Feuer) Prohibits a health insurer from increasing rates on
an individual insurance policy more than once a year.

AB 2114 (Beall) Adds the Elder Economic Index to planning efforts,
providing California Department of Aging and local Agencies on Aging
with more specific and uniform demographic and financial data on
elderly Californians and their services needs.

AB 2287 (Monning) Directs state government to apply for federal
community transformation grants aimed at reducing chronic disease
rates, addressing health disparities, and developing a stronger evi-
dence base of effective prevention programs.

AB 2470 (De La Torre) Limits rescissions by health insurance com-
panies, and prohibits insurance companies and health plans from
canceling coverage for nonpayment by requiring a grace period from
the date of notice of cancellation.

AB 2555 (Feuer) Makes a one-time appropriation of $1.6 million to
the California Department of Aging to fund local ombudsman pro-
grams to monitor long-term care facilities and respond to resident
complaints.

AB 2578 (Jones) Requires health insurance companies to apply
to the Department of Managed Health Care and the California De-
partment of Insurance for prior approval of proposed insurance rate
increases.

AB 2666 (Skinner) Protects funding for essential services by requir-
ing the Franchise Tax Board to compile information on tax credits
reported by publicly traded companies and requires the state to
publish this information on the Internet.

SB 18 (Oropeza) Increases the maximum fines for specified elder
abuse offenses upon a second or subsequent conviction.

SB 56 (Alquist) Permits a county-authorized health plan to form joint
ventures for the joint or coordinated offering of health plans to indi-
viduals and groups.

SB 303 (Alquist) Expands the informed consent process in skilled
nursing facilities by requiring that residents be informed by a physician
before they make a decision about taking psychotherapeutic medica-
tions.

SB 781 (Leno) Protects residents of Residential Care Facilities dur-
ing an eviction by requiring that those care facilities include additional
information when providing a notice of eviction.

SB 890 (Alquist) Requires health insurers to categorize all individual
market policies into a limited number of tiers for easier comparison,
and allows health consumers to transfer to a plan with lesser benefits
without penalty. Also implements federal health reform by requiring
health plans to meet annual and lifetime limits and patient spending
requirements.

SB 900 (Alquist) Implements major components of federal health
reform. This bill lays the ground work for covering millions of unin-
sured people in California, establishing the California Health Benefits
Exchange.

SB 1084 (Liu) Would establish the California Economic Security Task
Force which would submit reports to the governor and the legislature
suggesting ways to increase effectiveness of efforts to promote family
economic security.

SB 1163 (Leno) Increases the advance notice time by which health
plans are required to provide written notice of changes in premiums
for individual health coverage, and increases the availability of infor-
mation about reasons for health coverage denials.

SB 1272 (Wolk) Limits tax revenue loss by requiring any bill that
authorizes a personal or corporate tax credit to (1) contain specified
goals and objectives that the tax credit will achieve, (2) use detailed
indicators to measure whether the tax credit is meeting those goals
and objectives, and (3) require that the tax credit sunset after seven
years.

SB 1329 (Leno) Protects residents of Residential Care Facilities for
the Elderly during a foreclosure by requiring the RCFE to report to the
California Department of Social Services and the facility’s residents
when the property is subject to foreclosure.

SB 1391 (Yee) Protects revenues for essential programs by requiring
a corporation claiming a new business tax incentive to report annually
the number of workers the business employs in California. The tax
incentives may be recaptured by the state if the number of full-time
equivalent employees decreases.

Who We Are

The Congress of California Seniors (CCS), founded in 1977, is a nonprofit community-based organization which is registered as a 501(c)(4) advo-
cacy group and a California corporation. We are directed by a diverse board made up of senior leaders and advocates representing many affiliated
groups that make up the Congress of California Seniors.
